The Churchill Cluster of the Montgomery County PTA is looking for three new Cluster Coordinators to being their term in June.  The responsibility of Cluster Coordinator is to represent the eight schools that feed into Churchill High School.  They are also on the MCCPTA Board of Directors.  

 

They testify on the Capital Budget and Operating Budget to the Board of Education and County Council. They must also hold regular meetings with the cluster PTA leaders and meet periodically with the Community Superintendent.  Cluster coordinators should have PTA leadership experience since they often assist PTA leaders with school issues.  The term for this position is one year and a cluster coordinator can be elected for up to 4 consecutive terms.
