· WHO WILL WALK? All students will walk to support the homeless at our mini-walk during recess.

· IS THERE A T-SHIRT? A commemorative t-shirt will be given to all students who return a signed copy of the registration form to their teachers. You may also opt to donate your t-shirt to a child served by Interfaith Works.
