Interactive Reading Suggestions

Another great goal of the Reading incentive program is to involve kids in the action of the book.  A good way to do this is to ask questions.  These are some of an endless possibility:  

Before Reading:

Can you predict what the book is about based on the title and cover art?
While Reading:

What is the book setting?  Have you ever been there?  What do you know about that place?  Temperature?  Hills?  Animals that live there? 

If it’s in a different time, what would it be like to live then?  What would be different from the way things are now?  What would kids your age be doing all day?  Games?  Jobs?

Who are the main characters?  What do you like about them?  Not like?  What will happen next?  Has that ever happened to you?  Do you have a sister/ brother/friend like that too?

What is the conflict (problem) in the story?  Why does everyone feel that way?  Which side would you be on?  How do you think they should solve the issue?
Predict what will happen next or in the end.  How does the story end?  Did you like the ending?  Or not?  
After Reading:
Would you recommend this book to a friend?  Why?  Why not?  
What was the title?  Why did the author write this story? 
Favorite part?   Were any of your predictions correct?  
What one thing would you change about the story if you could?  
What pictures did you see in your mind during the story?
