6.  MCCPTA Operating Budget Forum
As we head back to school, I wanted to remind you that we'll need to jump back into school advocacy. We urge you to attend the MCCPTA Operating Budget Forum, on Monday, January 3, 2011 - the Monday evening following winter break, at 7:30pm at the Carver Educational Services Center, 850 Hungerford Drive, Rockville, Maryland 20850. This forum will be well attended by Montgomery County Councilmembers, Board of Education Members, MCPS officials as well as a representative for the County Executive. Elected officials will have the opportunity to make brief opening remarks, followed by YOUR questions from the audience. In a year where MCPS is facing increasing enrollment and decreased federal funding, while the County Council is facing a $300 million deficit, there are very important issues at stake for our schools. As budget hearings are about to begin, It is important that we advocate together to support funding for the priorities outlined in the MCCPTA Operating Budget Resolution (see below). We hope you will join us for this very important evening.
