8.  Letters About Literature – Reading & Writing Contest

The Maryland Center for the Book announces the start of Letters About Literature, a national reading and writing contest for students. 

Letters About Literature is the signature program of the Center for the Book in the Library of Congress. Readers in grades 4 through 12 enter this contest by writing a personal letter to an author, living or dead, from any genre - fiction or nonfiction, contemporary or classic, explaining how that author's work changed the student's way of thinking about the world or themselves. 
Once again this year there will be state and national prizes for children and also awards of thousands of dollars in library grants.  The national winners themselves help to select the library that will receive the grants.  What a powerful way for a young person to make a difference in his or her school or community!   Over the past few years Maryland has had a national first place winner and national honors winner and Monocacy Middle School and St. Martin's-in-the-Field Day School libraries have been the recipients of prestigious library grants totaling 11,000 dollars!  Last year's Maryland winner has been selected to read her letter to author Katherine Paterson at the National Book Festival in Washington, DC. 
Letters About Literature in Maryland is sponsored by the Maryland Center for the Book, a program of the Maryland Humanities Council.  In 2009 the Council established the Maryland Letters About Literature Christine D. Sarbanes Teacher of the Year award to recognize outstanding Maryland educators.
